Population: 138,902,185 
Languages: Amarigna, Oromigna, Tigrigna, Somaligna, Guaragigna, Sidamigna, Hadiyigna, English 
Religions: Sunni Muslim, Ethiopian Orthodox, animist, Mekane Yesus 
People: Ancient Ge'ez script is one of the oldest alphabets still in use in the world. Most Ethiopians are farmers and herders. Country has suffered from 
civil wars and communist purges, which has left nation with many starving and illiterate people. Largest economy in East and Central Africa. 
What to Pray About: Persecution during the Marxist junta was severe but brought many to Christ; evangelicals have increased significantly under the 
current freedoms. Gospel witness - missionaries Doug & Mesi Merrick (Mek’ele); Pastor Gedion Agzew of Addis Baptist Church (Addis Ababa). 
  
Fiji (OCEANIA) 
Population: 949,992 
Languages: English, Fijian, Hindustani 
Religions: Methodist, Catholic, Hindu, Muslim, Assembly of God, 7th Day Adventist, LDS 
People: Comprised of 333 islands in the South Pacific. Relationships between ethnic and Indo-Fijians have been strained; tension has dominated politics in 
the islands for the past generation. 
What to Pray About: The Methodist Church has been the de facto state church in Fiji for 150 years, to the detriment of the gospel. Many Fijian churches 
are built on strongly ethnic lines; Indian and indigenous Fijian churches often do not mix because of linguistic, cultural, and political barriers. Gospel wit-
