
23	 USAF Chaplain S. asks prayer for one of  his airmen 
who is debating a call to ministry and has begun his 
undergraduate degree.  Pray that the Lord prepares 
him well for gospel ministry.
Also, pray with the Torreses (Juarez, MX) for the 
group of  five men who are currently being trained 
to serve as leaders in their homes and who are 
receiving theological formation.

Pray that this would deepen the men’s 
ability to grasp the Bible and help to prepare 
future elders and teachers.

27	 The Petersons ask prayer for God’s blessing on 
their outreach efforts of  corporate evangelism 
and Bible distribution. Their goal is to give a Bible 
to the 20,000 homes in their city. Also, pray for 
wisdom and direction regarding potential church 
plants in the Guanacaste Province.

30  The medical campaign with VASE is scheduled for 
June 25–July 3rd and will be held in Ventanilla, 
a district of  Lima. The Secrests are presently 
forming the team and ask for your prayers for the 
organizing team, medical professionals, and the 
ability to purchase the needed medical supplies for 
this outreach in Perú.
