
25	 Please join in prayer with the church in Carlos 
Paz, Agentina (Marcelo Brondo) for economic 
needs of  some of  their families who can’t find 
work and others who need better jobs to provide 
for their families.
Also, please pray the Selph’s Gospel outreach in 
Atlanta as they deal with many who are homeless, 
and hopeless. Most do not know of  any other 
kind of  life and are not motivated to try to rise 
above their life of  mere survival. Pray for strength 
to challenge with a tender concern.
